3. Shrewd (adj.) – Having a sharp sense of judgment and practicality.
Ex. His shrewd personality helped him to become a great ruler.
4. Brutal (adj.) – Extremely violent.
Ex. Some say that he was a brutal man for killing so many people.
5. To rule (verb) – To exercise control over a country or group of people.
Ex. His followers chose him to rule the people of Mongolia.
