3. Vanish (Verb) – to disappear from sight, especially quickly; become invisible Ex) The frost vanished when the sun came out.

4. Collapse (Verb) – to break down; come to nothing; fail Ex) Despite all efforts, the peace talks collapsed.  

5. Pesticide (Noun) -- a chemical preparation for destroying plant, fungal, or animal pests Ex) Pesticide kills not only insects that destroy crops but bees as well.
