	Summary:
He is one of the most famous and widely read literary figures of the 20th century and his larger –than-life persona was more colorful than any writer could create. Ernest Hemingway lived his life to the fullest, at times to excess. His exploits of masculinity, battles with alcohol and tempestuous relationships with women helped to create and
preserve his image as an icon. But beneath the wine, women and song, Hemingway’s demons continued to plague him throughout his life until, at the age of sixty-one, he committed suicide.
