In all of this, President McKay successfully “acted well his part.” Serving as the prophet for 19 years, President McKay held a leading role in the emergence of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints as a worldwide religion. He visited many countries all over the world, traveling throughout Asia and the Pacific, including the countries of Tonga, Fiji, Samoa, New Zealand, Tahiti, Hawaii, Japan, Korea, and China. He dedicated China for the preaching of the gospel and laid the groundwork for the creation of Brigham Young University-Hawaii.
