	Summary:  

Queen Lili’uokalani was married to an American husband and was well educated in Western culture---especially in the ways of American society. Lili’uokalani composed more than 165 songs in her native language, Hawaiian, including “Aloha Oe,” which signified her patriotism to Hawaii and her people. When the Christian missionaries arrived in the Hawaii lslands, they developed a written system for the Hawaiian language. They also took over Hawaiian lands for the development of American sugar businesses. After her brother, King Kalakaua’s, death in 1891, Queen Lili’uokalani secretly tried to create a new constitution that would restore the power and status of the native Hawaiians. Within two years, however, the U.S. Government using the Marines overthrew the Queen and ended her reign in Hawaii.
