	Vocabulary:  Main vocabulary that is used in the DVD.
Regent (n) – a person appointed to rule a monarchy when the sovereign is absent or too young or incapacitated to rule. Edward was only ten years old and was appointed regent to rule in his stead until he came of age.
Civil Disobedience (n)– Refusal to obey civil laws in an effort to induce change in governmental policy or legislation, characterized by the use of passive resistance or other nonviolent means. Martin Luther King Jr. was famous for his nonviolent civil disobedience practices.
Treason (n) – a violation of the allegiance owed by somebody to his or her own country, e.g. by aiding an enemy. The spies were tried and found guilty of treason.
Rescind  (v) – to declare a decision or enactment null and void. The governor does not have the authority to rescind the ruling.
