	Summary:  This DVD explores the life and works of Martin Luther King Jr.—the man
who had a dream.

	Vocabulary:  Main vocabulary that is used in the DVD.
Segregation (noun) – the practice of keeping ethnic, racial, religious, or gender groups separate, especially by enforcing the use of separate schools, transportation, housing, and other facilities, and usually discriminating against a minority group
Ex) Many schools in America practiced segregation as late as the 1970s
Separate but Equal – a legal doctrine in United States constitutional law that justified systems of segregation. Under this doctrine, services, facilities and public accommodations were allowed to be separated by race, on the condition that the quality of each group's public facilities was to remain equal
Ex) Many schools in America claimed to be Separate but Equal  in their facilities, but those attending to African American needs were not as good as the ones for whites. Nonviolence (noun) – the principle of refraining from using violence, especially as a means of protest
Ex) Ghandi, a famous monk, was the founder of the idea of nonviolence.
Civil Disobedience (noun) – the deliberate breaking of a law by ordinary citizens, carried out as nonviolent protest or passive resistance
Ex) In his pursuit to end segregation, Martin Luther King Jr. encouraged his followers to practice civil disobedience rather than being violent.
