	Summary: 
The Isms series examines basic socio-political philosophies in theory and practice. At the height of the Industrial Revolution, living and working conditions in industrialized nations generated desire for economic and political equality. The ideology soon split into two branches: revolutionary Communists and evolutionary Socialists. This program traces the spread of communism and socialism from its European founders to its implementation in Russia, Europe, and Asia. Students will learn how America’s response and attention to anti-capitalist nations has shaped history.  

	Vocabulary:  
1. Bourgeoisie (noun) – The people in a society who are rich, educated, own land, etc. according to Marxism.
Ex.) Karl Marx saw the bourgeoisie as a capitalist class who exploited the proletariat to gain wealth.  
2. Capitalism (noun) – An economic and political system in which businesses belong mostly to private owners, not to the government.
Ex.) The American economy is based on the ideology of capitalism where anyone can gain wealth according to their own merits.
3. Communism (noun) – A political system in which the government controls the production of all food and goods, and there is no privately owned property. 
Ex.) Karl Marx believed communism would bring about a classless society where everyone is treated equal.
4. Proletariat (noun) – The class of workers who own no property and work for wages, especially in factories, building things, etc. 
Ex.) According to Karl Marx’s Communist Manifesto, the proletariat will grow to resent the bourgeoisie who are their bosses. 
5. Socialism (noun) - An economic and political system in which large industries are owned by the government, and taxes are used to take some wealth away from richer citizens and give it to poorer citizens.
Ex.) Socialism is based on the dominance of the government-owned sector and a free-market economy.
