	Summary:  
Queen Elizabeth II was born Princess Elizabeth Alexandra Mary on April 21, 1926, in London, to Prince Albert, Duke of York (later King George VI), and Elizabeth Bowes-Lyon. She married Philip Mountbatten, Duke of Edinburgh in 1947, became queen on February 6, 1952, and was crowned on June 2, 1953. During her reign, she has tried to make the British monarchy more modern and sensitive to the public.


	Vocabulary:  
1. Scandal (noun) – an action or event regarded as morally or legally wrong and causing general public outrage.
Ex.) Edward the VIII had an affair with another woman, which publicized into a royal scandal.
2. Scrutinized (verb) – examine or inspect closely and thoroughly.
Ex.) Many movie stars are scrutinized by the media, especially when they attend events or parties. 
3. Superficial (adj.) – appearing to be true or real only until examined more closely.
Ex.) Since John chooses his dates solely on their superficial qualities, such as what they looked like or what they wore, he could care less about their personalities and goals.
4. Censored (verb) – examine (a book, movie, etc.) officially and delete unacceptable parts of it.
Ex.) The movie was censored due to the extreme violence.
5. Speech impediment (noun) - a defect in a person's speech, such as a lisp or stammer.
Ex.) Sally had a speech impediment. Whenever she spoke in public, she would stammer.
