3. Destitute- (adj.) without means of subsistence; lacking food, clothing, and shelter.
Context- The woman’s husband died leaving his wife and four of their children destitute and begging in the streets. 
4. Devout- (adj.) having or showing deep religious feeling or commitment.
Context- Mother Teresa was a very devout Catholic who spent her life in the service of her God. 
5. Contraception- (noun) deliberate prevention of becoming pregnant. 
Context- Some people believe contraceptives are bad because it stops souls from entering this life.
