2.   Navigation (n)– The method of determining position, course, and distance traveled from one place to another; especially for ships, aircraft or spacecraft. Example: Navigation to Mercury would be too difficult, due to the distance from
earth and the time limitation for man to survive in space.
3.   Indigenous (adj)– People, plants, and animals that were originally in a particular region.
Example: Columbus thought that the people he met in the Americas were the indigenous people of India. That is why he called them Indians.
4.   Enmity (n)– Strong hatred.
Example: There was enmity between the Spanish crew and the native Americans.
