1. Acropolis- Fortified hill above the ancient city of Athens that was the site of the Parthenon and other monuments dedicated to the goddess Athena 
Context: The ruins of the Acropolis are some of the most famous in the world.
2. Apollo- Greek god of poetry, music, prophecy, and healing; one of the 12 main Olympian gods 
 Context: At Delphi, Apollo was believed to speak through the oracle and guide those who sought prophecy.
3. Athena- Greek goddess of wisdom, reason, and purity and the protector of civilized life; one of the 12 main Olympian gods
Context: Athena was the protector of Athens.
4. Mount Olympus- The highest and most sacred of all Greek mountains; believed to be the home of the Olympian gods
Context: Olympus rises more than 9,500 feet from the shores of the Thermaikos Gulf.
5. Parthenon- A temple built atop the Acropolis dedicated to the goddess Athena
Context: Every architectural feature of the Parthenon has spiritual significance.
6. Zeus- The greatest of the Greek gods, he ruled the Greek pantheon
Context: Zeus was god of the sky, weather, and rain, and he wielded the thunderbolt.
