	Punctuation Vocabulary:  
1. Period [.] (noun): marks the end of a sentence or an abbreviation
Ex. My favorite book is Harry Potter and the Chamber of Secrets.
2. Question mark [?] (noun): marks the end of a direct question
Ex. Where are you now?
3. Exclamation point [!] (noun): marks the end of an emotional statement
Ex. Stop! Stop that thief!
4. Comma [,] (noun): marks a pause, or separates word groups or items in a series
Ex. I like apples, pears, and strawberries.
5. Semicolon [;] (noun): separates independent clauses or items in a series containing commas
Ex. I like cows; however, I hate the way they smell.
6. Colon [:] (noun): introduces a list, ends a business letter greeting, or separates hours and minutes in written time
Ex. The bookstore specializes in three subjects: art, architecture, and graphic design.
7. Quotation marks [“ ”] (noun): marks the beginning and end of spoken words (conversation or dialogue), titles of short works, and slang
Ex. “I love you,” she said.
8. Parentheses [( )] (noun): sets off less important information
Ex. The president (and his assistant) traveled by private jet.
9. Dash [—] (noun): sets off information to be emphasized
Ex. The elderly man realized it was time to finally revisit the land of his youth—Ireland..
10. Hyphen [-] (noun): connects compound words, especially two-word adjectives when they fall befall the noun they describe
Ex. This is a one-bedroom condo.
11. Apostrophe [’] (noun): makes nouns possessive with an “s”; or indicates missing letters
Ex. That is my brother’s book!

	Grammar Vocabulary:  
1. Independent Clause (noun): a clause that can stand alone as a sentence
Ex. I live in Hawaii.
2. Dependent Clause (noun): a clause that cannot stand alone as a sentence
Ex. When I was sleeping, my phone rang. 
3. Coordinating Conjunction (noun): connecting words that combine equal word groups, such as 2 independent clauses; e.g., and, but, or, for, so, as, yet
Ex. My sister has black, straight and shiny hair.
4. Subordinating Conjunction (noun): a connecting word that causes a group of words to be dependent; e.g., although, because, when
Ex. As I was running pass the supermarket, I heard someone call my name.
5. Compound Sentence (noun): a sentence that contains 2 or more independent clauses
Ex. I like cats but my girlfriend likes dogs.
6. Complex Sentence (noun): a sentence that contains 1independent clause and 1 dependent clause
Ex. After I finish my assignments, I will go to Foodland.
7. Run-on Sentence (noun): a punctuation error where two or more complete sentences are not divided by punctuation
Ex. My favorite food is pizza I eat pizza every morning.
8. Participle Phrase (noun): a phrase that begins with a participle, which is a verb in the “ed” or “ing” form that is used as an adjective
Ex. The boy running towards us is my little brother.
9. Infinitive (noun): the base verb form; often preceded with “to”; e.g., to sit, to stand
Ex. I love to sing in the morning.
10. Restrictive (noun): essential, important; a restrictive phrase limits who or what is being referred to by describing which person, place, or thing; not set off by commas
Ex. The country that I want to visit is Indonesia.
11. Nonrestrictive (noun): extra, nonessential; a nonrestrictive phrase does not change the meaning of a sentence; set off by commas
Ex. My mother, Jane Chan, is my best friend.
12. Interjection (noun): an exclamatory word that stands along; e.g., Ouch!
Ex. Ahh! This is the best massage ever!
13. Dialogue (noun): conversation; marked with quotation marks in text
Ex. When I was in the library, I heard Mary tell Tom, “What did she do now?”, and Tom said, “She stole it. I can’t believe she stole it!”.
14. Compound Adjective (noun): 2 or more words that work together to describe a noun
Ex. I have to write a 15-page essay this weekend.
15. Possessive (noun): a form of noun or pronoun that shows ownership
Ex. This is my laptop.
16. Contraction (noun): an informal word combination that leaves out letters and replaces them with an apostrophe
Ex. I don’t like cheesecake.
