4. Radical- advocating or based on thorough or complete political or social reform; representing or supporting an extreme section of a political party. Ex. There are some radical differences between the two proposals. 
5. Sobriety-temperance or moderation, especially in the use of alcoholic beverages. Ex. The officers gave him a sobriety test because he had been driving strangely.
